Description of the project

Ten Black Blankets represents a personal memory archive, an intangible diary
that begins in infancy and extends into adulthood. Nightmares, and bizarre images
imprinted on black surfaces, forming a closed enclosure, a wall of isolation that

embodies the non-safety | carry from an early age.

At the core of the space defined by the dark surfaces, an anemone appears —
a constructed shelter from the same material and technique as those expressed by
the nightmares. This luminous flower stands as a handmade gesture of fragile security,
a counterweight to the suffocating black. Nature becomes a place of breathing even if

it is constructed; an invention of protection when real safety is absent.

Sharp memories. The repetitive movement of the needle, the commitment
and permanence of the thread; they all serve in a cathartic way. The act of embroidery
turns into a ritual. With each stitch, the memory is transferred from the body to the
fabric. Once imprinted there, it is no longer just mine. The black blankets — symbols of
warmth and protection — become carriers of trauma. Within this contradictory

coexistence of hardness and softness, the space of the work is born.

The sonic part of the work functions as an invisible dimension of memory. The
viewer is invited to put on headphones and enter a space of internal listening. The
sounds create an environment of stay — a sonic enclosure that intensifies the
experience of refuge and escape from a suffocating memory. The sound functions as
an extension of the fabric: an atmosphere that you do not touch, but that envelops

you.

The work is not solely a personal confession, but an open meeting space.
Among the black surfaces, the viewer is invited to wander, to stand, to observe. To
recognize, perhaps, a shadow of his own, a forgotten memory. The anemone offers
the possibility of a stop, a pause — a brief escape. A point of light in the darkness. If the

viewer, even for a moment, reflects something of themselves within my own



memories, then the work has already transformed into something collective. It has

acquired new life.
