Description of the project

This work, titled Fortitude, is a experiential installation that explores the concept of
resilience—as a unity of physical, mental, and spiritual endurance. The viewer is
invited to participate in a personal ritual, an inward journey through pathways of
chains. The chains function as commonly described: “the hardships and traumas of
life” —they remain, they touch, they weigh, and they leave their imprint on body and

mind.

The three doors are positioned to represent three considered aspects of the human
being: physical, mental, and spiritual. The viewer is called to traverse them not only
physically but existentially, as a ritual confrontation with their own limits. The metal
helmet worn by the participant—an object that has taken on a new role—acts as part

of a “personal armor” that offers protection.

Fortitude embodies an act of internal empowerment, a silent act of resistance against

the persistent weight of life.
