Description of the project

The thesis "SHINING GARDEN" is a sculptural and sound installation
inspired by the romantic myth of Swan Lake and recreated from the end of
the last act of the artwork where the visual version - the touch of the creator

IS given.

We are transported to the last act of Swan Lake where just before the swan
dies and is given over to destruction, the spell is broken, light prevails over
darkness, good defeats evil and all creation comes back to life in the forest

garden.

Nature comes alive, rejoices and sympathizes with the fact of the triumph
of love. The swan (the very root of the ancient Greek word kyknos is the
Indo-European term "keuk", meaning "I shine, | am bright"), sacred bird
of Apollo, ancient symbol of light, faith and purity, shines and neutralizes

with its light the evil wizard Rothbart who transforms into a spider...

The main concern that this artwork has, alternates around the duality of

light and darkness, good and evil, love and sorrow.

The choice of the swan as a symbol was not accidental, as the swan is a
creative force closely linked to poetry and literature and music throughout
the centuries, as for example in the ancient Greek myth of Zeus and Leda,

where it acquires the concepts of seduction, eroticism and erotic ecstasy.

Another notable element is the connection with spirituality, with the
"divine", as shortly before death the swan, a bird with an unpleasant

chirping (honking), when it senses its impending death, it chirps with a



very sweet voice, the so-called swan song. This tradition is also mentioned
by Plato, in his work Phaedo, although the great philosopher gives a
different reason for this swan song, namely that the swans do not sing
beautifully out of sadness because they will soon die, but out of joy,
because they feel that wherever they are, they will go near the god Apollo,

to whom these divine and oracle birds are dedicated.

Finally, the relationship of the sculptural and sound installation with the
drama from which it draws inspiration and characteristics is directly
connected, because myths, constitute the beginning of everything and
specifically because Tchaikovsky's artistic drama Swan Lake embodies,
like no other, the entire spectrum of human emotions, from hope to despair,

from terror to tenderness, from melancholy and sorrow to ecstasy..
