Description of the project

The installation consists of nine ceramic works, glazed and unglazed, which create a
unified ensemble that alludes to a contemporary ritual practice. The objects function
as symbols, activating a dialogue around origin, religion, motherhood, and
collectivity. Through the coexistence of forms and symbols, the relationship between
individual experience and cultural memory is highlighted, exploring ways in which

these notions shape both personal and social experience.

The sculptural installation draws references from monumental symbols and spiritual
practices of different cultures, reapproaching the concept of ritual in the
contemporary era, where many of its traditional forms have gradually weakened.
Within this context, ceramics assumes a new role, functioning as a medium for the

creation of spaces of meaning, reconnection, and reflection.

Through the process of craft, the manual act acquires particular significance. The
materiality of clay, the repetition of the constructing form, and the care devoted to
the sculptural form relates to an almost ritualistic character, transforming the artistic
process into a contemplative practice that touches upon the field of philosophy. In
this way, the work raises questions about human existence, memory, spirituality, and

the relationship between the individual and society.
