Description of the project

In this work, | explored the concepts of stability and instability as metaphors for the
dual nature of humanity—which is not merely light or darkness, but the conflict and,
simultaneously, the perfect balance between the two.

These constructions emerged, on one hand, from my love for architectural structures
and, on the other, from an experiential, subconscious reaction to the dark era of the
pandemic, the lockdown, and the restriction of the human spirit's expression.

In this thesis, | used 3mm thick MDF wood to construct all the geometric solid pieces.
The surfaces are painted with acrylic (plastic) paint using a brush.

For the wall-mounted collages, | used paper that was cut and colored with black

acrylic paint, then mounted onto cardboard.
