Description

The section of projects entitled BODY EARTH arose as a need to express the wonder of creation. The
inorganic becoming organic through the violent explosion of birth, through the unity of elements. Both the volcanic
material of the sculptures that solidifies by soaking water and the water-based ink paintings refer to creation. They
refer to the moment when two chemical elements united and created water, and then this in turn solidified the fiery
mass of the earth. Thus the earth became the womb of every living being. | repeat this rite of birth by mixing soil and
water and creating artificial stone forms.

In the sculptures and reliefs made of Theran Earth — Courasanit, by combining pozzolana, gravel, sand, fire
clay, lime and water | produced a mixture that allowed me to shape it additively, so that | could create forms that
hardened by soaking water. Theran Earth — Courasanit sculptures and reliefs are artificial stones whose mechanical
strength increases over time. The sheets of steel that | use as a base for the reliefs— which could also be placed,
integrated into the wall — have rusted with the use of water and other materials such as vinegar providing an
intensity within the surrounding space of the reliefs. For the coloring of the works, | modified the ratio of the mixing
materials, or | added rust, hagiography colors, wax with oil colors. | also used as mixed technique, wood in the
sculptures as well as felt, embedded in one of the reliefs.

In the paintings, | used ink which gives me the possibility with the use of water to produce forms whose
boundaries are natural, since they are formed with the flow of ink color. The water on the canvas is a living element;
it tries to escape by following either the slightest slope of canvas, intentionally or not, or the slightest opening in the
canvas boundary that | create around the painting. The element of water gives an artificial intensity to the colors and
continues for hours the process of color mixing until it evaporates.During the creation, and the monitoring of the
waterprocesses, | photographed the canvasses and this is how my exhibited Plexiglas prints came about.

Explanation of Terms.

Theran Earth — Courasanit: is a volcanic product with a sandy texture, which came from the eruption of the Thera
volcanoandcovers almost the entire surface of the islands of Thira, Thirasia and Aspronissi.

Pozzolana: comes from volcanic tuff, i.e. rock from deposits of solid volcanic eruptions, after fracture treatment of
the material.

Pyrochoma: grated tile
