Description of the project

The artworks | have created are snapshots of consciousness meant to be revealed. They point to
fragments of its presence, as stages from which the works will develop. In this way, the dynamic
process of their mutual integration into the whole, cohesive final result is revealed. Thus, the chaotic
and abundant environment, along with its conscious fragmentation, is absorbed. The placement of
the fragments- snapshots of consciousness- will create a landscape that is calm and clear.

As material | don’t choose impressions of personal experiences, but rather simulations of them.
Each image of the collage is derived with research- oriented, calm, almost objective intent, so as to
highlight the goal of “hidden” consciousness as something internal yet familiar. The entire collage
transforms like a plant that either grows or decomposes, as if being digested , revealing something
new within the old, conquering it and making it self- sufficient.

The first stage of the process is particularly important. | begin by collecting images that evoke
something familiar, from magazine pages and the internet. | instinctively compose them, either
digitally or analogously, to create new images aimed at decoding and representing the feeling of a
memory. In the next stage, using oil paints, | initially reproduce the new image faithfully, while
gradually incorporating photographic blurs, optical illusions of textures and the power of colour,
shape and line. When a new reality emerges, where the experience “embraces” the process of
transformation, the artwork will reach completion.
