Description of the project

My work is a sculptural composition consisting mainly of sculptures made with
polyurethane foam, a material often used in construction, but here it takes the form
of a seemingly appetizing, “festive” cake. The sculpture makes clear references to the

aesthetics of pastry-making, with “icing,” “textures,” and colors reminiscent of a
traditional birthday cake. However, the cake does not function merely as a decorative
object. It is charged with strong emotional and symbolic meaning. The textures and
chromatic shifts of its surface allude to decay, decomposition, or even trauma. The
use of polyurethane allows the surface to appear unnaturally alive. The interplay
between sweetness and decomposition is central to the work. The cake as an object,
socially tied to celebration, joy, and growing up, here functions as a reversal of these

notions. The idea of metaphorical death that concerns me does not refer to biological

death, but rather to the ending of situations that have marked us: trauma.
