We build everything without this meaning that
afterwards we will not deconstruct it, we will not undo it, we will not
change it, we will not modify it, we will not destroy it and we will not

create it from scratch.

The sense of presence and absence at the same time exists in a world that

is constantly changing and every action feeds the evolution of life.

The thesis consists of seven paintings that were created mainly from acrylic

paints and graphite. In some of them there are elements of charcoal as well.
