Description of the project

The installation proposes a path that explores the experience of inner confinement.
The viewer is invited to move along a dark, diagonal axis, along which the rhythm of
one's steps constantly changes. Each step demands increasingly greater physical
effort, transforming the path into a gradual ordeal. Once completed, the return feels

more arduous than continuing forward.

The path leads into a wooden chamber, a passage lined on the inside with dense pile
whose texture recalls animal fur, evoking suffocating proximity, entrapment, and

inner turmoil.

At the end of this journey stands a mechanical skeleton, built from wooden and metal
parts, its form echoing the anatomy of a living organism. An axis with varying cross-
sections rotates, shifting the lateral segments, creating a sense of perpetual, artificial
breathing. The movement, rhythmic and persistent, recalls the most fundamental

principle of existence.

The work engages with breath as the regulator of inner dread, the final threshold

between existence and extinction.
