Description of the project

Keeping Touch challenges our screen-focused worldview, inviting reflection on how
we maintain connection in the digital age. The project is twofold. First, a smartphone
overlay app, developed by Alexandros loannou, tracks every touch made on our
screens, currently available for Android users to download via QR code. With the
average person making around 2,617 taps per day, the app captures the nuances of

digital interactions.

The second part translates these digital gestures into a tactile form. Each tap, swipe,
or scroll is recorded as a clay piece the size of a fingerprint. Thousands of these
pieces form a tactile image, shifting the experience from visual to sensory. In
addition, the installation does not only present the quantitative result of each screen
command, but all haptic movements on the screen in relation to the message, as
transferred from the Android application. For example, a message like "I miss you" is
not just represented by the ten taps that formed it, but also by deletions and

retypings, capturing the full emotional process.

The installation highlights the intersection between immaterial data and its
material embodiment in clay, presenting digital gestures as physical traces, marks
that occupy space, carry duration, and register the otherwise invisible processes of

digital communication.
