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Artist’s statement_EllenA Pili

An installation/ homage to women

To the women who were killed by men and to those women who were left behind to grieve them.
To the women, to each one of them, who carries her own dark burden in her everyday life. And all of them
united, support each other. Through the pain and the mental challenges of their life, they find the inner
strength, to stand tall and keep on with their lives.
Like my mother.

A woman pregnant with a little girl, has — for a specific time period — also her grandchildren in her
body. That’s because the fetus, will be born with the ova that it will have in its adult life. In a body therefore
— coexist, for a little while — three generations. During labour the umbilical cord is cut. But the “bond” of a
mother with her child never does.

Every black dress, represents the women who live with mental pain. Either with the grief of death,
are going through abusive behaviors or carrying an unacknowledged burden, which only they know, in
order to protect someone else.

The installation creates concentric circles. Like the circles of life. Like generations. From mother to
daughter. Every black costume has on its base a red ball of yarn. The symbol of menstruation. Of the
umbilical cord, the “thread of life”, of blood.

While walking through the installation, through the circles, we’re listening to the unity of those
women with every little thing that connects them. From circle to circle. Similar situations and experiences.
Reaching the center of the installation, we see the red threads of those women... who aren’t among us
anymore...

Among the black-clad women, there are the mothers of those women killed by men. There are the
grandmothers, there are the sisters. They are women who feel for the ill-starred, even if they weren’t those
harmed. The world changes. Cares. And if a woman survives an extremely dangerous situation, she SPEAKS!
And the other women hug her and the perpetrator gets stigmatized — not the victim, as it used to be.

| offer and dress each woman with a piece of yarn, around her neck. As a reminder of the “bond”
between us. From our mothers. That: whatever happens to one woman, concerns us ALL. No one alone!
Stand tall. Strong. For each other.

And the blood which is life, even if it comes or goes, looks like a loss in the center of the installation
— but also reminds of an ovum, in the female body, which the sperms around it are about to surround and
fertilize it. And like anywhere in the world, in every moment, a life is lost, alternately a being is born. The
way a drop falls in liquid and concentric circles are created which are slowly lost, similarly the circles of this
installation represent the endless movement of life.

Dedicated to my living mother. Whom I've gotten to know better as a woman since | became a
mother myself. Because time opens my eyes and | realize the majesty of her heart.
