TAVALODI DIGAR (ANOTHER BIRTH)

Multi screen Video Installation (Duration 12 min)

My work is a poem within another poem, or rather within the wast poetic world of
the Iranian Poet Forough Farrokhzaad (1934-1967) to whom it is dedicated. | can not
recall in my memory how many decades have passed since my last contact with her
poems. And suddenly and while my work had already taken shape, | met her world
again. Following unknown paths, | dived into the Collective Unconscious of my Country

and came ecstatically in contact with deep seated archetypes.

Forough Farrokhzaad with the meticulous and tender persistence of an archaeologist
digs into the deepest layers of the human soul: Birth, the fleetingness of life, the
inexorable course of time, loneliness, the randomness of existence, the knowledge of

the Self.

My work, “Tavalodi Digar” (“Another Birth”), evolves into the eerie archetypal
landscapes that her landscapes are rooted in. It is a story in three phases that is

projected synchronously on three screens.
- A female figure emerges from an archetypal “cocoon”.

- She wanders into the unknown , her “Terra Incognita”, to take refuge, bewildered,

in the cavernous crack of a rock.

-And finally, courageous and determined, rich in experiences and impressions, she
crosses the stone landscapes towards a world of self-determination and

independence.
