MATERIALITY — TEMPORALITY

In this artistic practice, the concepts of materiality, temporality, deconstruction and
reorganization are explored, through the reuse of old ceramic fragments as carriers
of memory, traces, and transformative energy. According to Walter Benjamin, the
trace (Spur) is what remains of presence, and it activates a new reading of history—
not through the restoration of unity, but through the dynamic of absence. In the
same spirit, the ceramic fragments that constitute contemporary mosaics do not
seek to reconstruct the original form, but rather to create a new semantic field,

where memory functions in a fragmentary and deconstructive manner.

The fragments, once functional objects that have lost their original utility, acquire
new existence. The act of collecting, sorting, and integrating the fragments into new

forms functions as a symbolic act of reconstructing the past and memory.

At the same time, the creation of new ceramic fragments serves as an act of revival,
highlighting the dialogue with the past. The decision to create new ceramic works
that aesthetically imitate the old operates as a form of mnemonic performance—a
representation that, according to Derrida, always carries within it the absence of the
original, establishing a play between presence and representation, between the
authentic and the copy. Mimesis does not simply entail revival, but rather
constitutes a dialogical field between past and present, between the original and the

contemporary construct.

In contrast—and simultaneously in dialogue—with the ceramic fragments, artworks
incorporating plexiglass shards offer a more abstract, contemporary language. They
strengthen the convergence of traditional and contemporary materials, proposing a
new visual language that moves between memory, reuse, and experimentation. The
transparent plexiglass emphasizes the relationship between the material trace and

memory, between historical substance and its transcendence.

The ceramic slabs function as a stable ground, as surfaces that bear symbols,
incorporating memories and cultural references, sometimes legible and sometimes

enigmatic. The slabs serve as signs or testimonies of something that has been lost



but persists in being inscribed in the present. The black and white color on the slabs
represents duality: light and darkness, presence and absence, life and death,
emptiness and fullness. This stark contrast imparts a nearly ritualistic quality to the

works.
